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INTRODUCTION 

We have spent  t h e  six years since A Bibliography of Glass Trade  Beads in North America 
rolled off t he  presses searching for  additional references.  We were able t o  loca te  many previously 
elusive reports  and searched ent i re  runs of a number of relevant  periodicals t o  fill  gaps in our 
initial coverage. In addition, we monitored new publications in historical archaeology and 
material  cu l ture  research. The 588 references compiled and annotated he re  comprise this f i r s t  
supplement t o  t h e  1980 bibliography. 

Like i t s  predecessor, th is  bibliography will b e  most useful t o  those seeking comparative d a t a  
for  t he  preparat ion of bead chronologies and distribution charts ,  a s  well a s  for  t h e  dating of bead 
collections derived from s i tes  in t he  continental  United Sta tes ,  Canada and Mexico. However, 
several  re ferences  concerned with bead manufacturing techniques, beadwork, and t h e  historical 
values and uses of glass beads have also been included. A f ew sources dealing with beads from 
a reas  outside North America a r e  listed because they  have a defini te  bearing on t h e  study of glass 
beads in t h e  New World. Excluded a r e  reports  t h a t  deal entirely with non-glass beads, Indian- 
made glass beads, and prehistoric beads (for these,  s ee  Buehler and Kidd 1972). Papers  presented 
a t  conferences have been listed when copies of t h e  t ex t  a r e  known t o  be available f rom the  
author. 

Our thanks go t o  all those who so kindly s en t  re ference  c i ta t ions  and reports  for  annotation. 
We request t h a t  e r rors  and omissions in this  new bibliography be brought t o  our at tention.  A 
second supplement will be  published when sufficient re ferences  have been accumulated.
